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Travel

By train

Getting to Spoleto is relatively easy and you should expect to spend two to  three hours travelling after you have landed at the Rome International Airport: Fiumicino Airport (Leonardo da Vinci, www.adr.it). 

From the airport take the special express train to the city of Rome – Station Termini. You can buy ticket at the airport.

At Termini station you board the regional train for ANCONA and get off in Spoleto. You can buy ticket at the station or through your travel agency – please ask for a seat reservation at the same time. The distance is about 125 km and the train ride will take  1 ¼ and 1½ hours. Trains run approximately every hour and you can use this site to download the timetable:

From the railway station in Spoleto you can take a taxi up to the town on the hill or ask for the bus service. The distance is less than 10 km.
